The 12-Month Trailing Distribution (%) is calculated by summing any income, capital gains and return of capital distributions over 
the past twelve months and dividing by the sum of the most recent NAV and any capital gain distributions made over the same period. A 
portion of the distribution is estimated to include a return of capital.

(1) As of 3/3/25, EMBD’s Return of Capital component of the current distribution is 0.00%.
(2) Credit Quality Methodology: All rated securities are rated by at least one of the three major rating agencies (Moody’s, S&P, & Fitch). If more than one of these rating agencies rated the security, then an average of the ratings was taken to 
decide the security’s rating. Ratings are measured on a scale that generally ranges from AAA (highest) to D (lowest).

The market price returns 
are based on the official closing price of an ETF share or, if the official closing price isn’t available, the midpoint between the national best bid and national best offer (“NBBO”) as of the 
time the ETF calculates current NAV per share, and do not represent the returns you would receive if you traded shares at other times. NAVs are calculated using prices as of 4:00 PM

Since the Fund’s shares did not trade in the secondary market until several days after the Fund’s inception, for the period from inception to the first day of secondary market trading in 
Shares, the NAV of the Fund is used to calculate market returns.
